
4TH Dr. GOPI GURSAHANI STATE LEVEL MOOT COURT COMPETITION
RULES FOR THE COMPETITION
Date, Venue and Time
· The Competition shall be held on 9th March 2019, at Nari Gursahani Law College, Ulhasnagar.
· Participants should reach and report at Nari Gursahani Law College, Ulhasnagar at or before 8:00 a.m. on 9th March 2019.
Eligibility and Team Composition
· Each Law College may send one team, consisting of two speakers and only one researcher. Observers will be permitted but on payment of separate registration fee.
· The Competition is restricted to the regular students pursuing LL.B./L.B/BLS degree courses in Law School/College/University in the State of Maharashtra only.
· Students undergoing Master courses in law or postgraduate research in law are not entitled to participate.
· Each team will be given a unique team code number, which will thereafter be the identity of the team and its members.
· The decision of the judges will be final in regard to the result of the competition and no complaints in this regard will be entertained.
Language 
· The Competition shall be conducted in English only.
Dress Code
· The participant teams shall be dressed in black and white western formals.
Registration 
· Participation would be limited to 12 Teams on a first come first serve basis.
· Each interested team shall pay Registration fees of Rs.700 in cash on the day of registration.
· Each observer will be required to pay Rs 350.
· To be considered for participation, teams must fill in the Registration Form provided and send a scanned copy of the same to nglcmootcourtassociation@gmail.com by 30th January 2019. Participants will receive an acknowledgement on successful e-mail submission of Registration Form.
Memorials
· Each Team registered in the Competition must prepare one Memorial on behalf of  the Petitioner and one on behalf of the Respondent.
· Each Team must send a soft copy of their memorials latest by 23:59 hours on 20th February 2019. No extensions will be granted with respect to this deadline.
· Each Team further has to send 4 hard copies of the memorial for each side at the time of registration on or before 2nd March 2019, without fail.
· The content of the soft copy submission should not differ from the content of the hard copies submitted to the Organizers.
· After the completion of the Competition, the Organizers reserve the right to use the Memorials submitted to them as they deem appropriate.
· The memorials have to be submitted on typed A 4 size paper printed on one side and must contain: 
1. Cover Page (to be Blue/Red depending on whether Petitioner/Respondent side)
2. Table of Contents
3. Index of Authorities
4. Statement of Jurisdiction
5. Statement of Facts
6. Statement of Issues
7. Summary of Arguments
8. Arguments
9. Prayer
· The font should be Times New Roman and the font size should be 12 (1.5 line space) and for footnotes it should be Times New Roman size10 (single space)
· 20th Edition of the Blue Book citation needs to be followed. 
· The memorials should be spiral bound. Any other form of binding shall not be accepted. 
· The memorial must have a margin measuring one inch on all sides of each page. 
· The page numbering should be on the top right side of each page. 
· The Arguments should not exceed 20 pages. Non-compliance will result in a penalty of 1 point per additional page.
· The memorial as a whole should not exceed 35 pages including the cover page. Non-compliance will result in a penalty of 3 points per additional page.
Memorial Evaluation
· The maximum score for each memorial will be 100 points. The memorials will be evaluated on the following criteria:
1. Knowledge of Law and Facts  - 25 Points
2. Proper and Articulate Analysis - 25 Points
3. Extent and Use of Research -  20 Points
4. Clarity and Organization -  20 Points
5. Grammar and Style - 10 Points
Oral Rounds
· There will be 3 rounds for the moot court. The first round will be the Preliminary Round, followed by the Semi Final and Finals. 

· The oral arguments should be confined to the issues presented in the memorial.
· The researcher may sit with the speakers during the orals.
· Scouting Teams will not be allowed to observe the orals of any other teams.

· Maximum scores for the oral rounds will be 100 points per speaker per judge.
· The speakers can provide the copies of the compendium, only if the same is permitted by the judges in their respective court rooms
· The oral rounds shall be judged on the following:
1. Knowledge of Law-  20 Points
2. Application of Law to Facts - 20 Points
3. Ingenuity and Ability to answer - 20 Points
4. Style, Poise, Courtesy and Demeanor - 20 Points
5. Time Management - 10 Points
6. Organization - 10 Points
Preliminary Round 
· Each team will get a total of 30 minutes to present its case, 15 minutes to each speaker.

· An additional 5 minutes is allotted for rebuttal and sur-rebuttal. 

· Passing of notes to the speakers by the researcher during the rounds is allowed. 

· The Preliminary round will be a knock out round. 

· Total of 4 teams will be qualified for the Semi Final Round.

Semi-Final and Finals
· Each team will get 40 minutes to present its case, 20 minutes to each speaker.

· An additional 5 minutes is allotted for rebuttal and sur-rebuttal.

· Passing of notes to the speakers by the researcher during the rounds is allowed. 

· Semi-Finals will be a knock out round.
